Annual Meeting Minutes

November 26, 2010

Meeting called to order by President Bruce Bakken at 7 PM

Secretary’s Report : Moved to dispense with the reading of minutes because report was printed in member Newsletter.

Treasurer’s Report: Secretary/Treasurer Art Frame reported annual receipts of $2413.33, annual expenses of $1664.63 with an annual net income of $748.70. Association’s bank balances were $641.18 in the checking account and $2175.25 in the savings account.

Old Business

State Hampshire Show: Marci Sanford reported on the 2010 State Show. 2010 was the 2nd year of the 5 year commitment to hold the show at Martin County. Suggestion made by Bob Koehler to add two slick shorn lamb classes for the 2011 State Show. Motion by Koehler to offer an early and a late born slick shorn class for both ram and ewe spring lambs. Motion passed. 

Suggestion was made to offer a Yearling Ewe come-back class for ewe lambs purchased in the previous year’s Minnesota bred ewe sale. Motion made to add a come-back class to the State Show with premiums paid by the MHSA similar to the premiums for the progeny class.

Communication and Newsletter: Newsletter editor Bob Koehler reviewed the policy of sending the Association’s newsletter to members and prospective members. Bob indicated a willingness to continue being editor for 2010.  

Spring Tour: Tour was set aside for 2011 due to lack of interest/support.

Bred Ewe sale: Todd & Robin Schmidt reported preparations for the next day’s Bred Ewe sale. No goat entries were received for the sale. 

Motion was made to require membership in the MHSA prior to participate in the State Hampshire Show  and the selling Hampshire sheep at the Mn Bred Ewe Sale. Motion passed.

MLBA: Mike Caskey reported on activities of the Minnesota Livestock Breeders Association which included support of youth activities including the 4-H program, the livestock auction, animal welfare issues and livestock legislation issues.

AHSA Annual Meeting Gary Klug reported on the annual meeting. Richard Krakow was elected to represent the district which includes Minnesota.
